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RUSH RESULTS

The fall rush program of 1961
brought eleven top-flight men to
Iambda Chi. Rush began on October 1
and continued for two weeks. 921 men
rushed this semester and 379 of them
pledged. This shows the trend toward
second semester rush which seems to
be inevitable with the new tri-semester
system beginning next fall.

Here at Lambda Chi we had 160
men through the open house period. Of
these 160, 129 were invited back. As
rush progressed we extended bids to
twenty-one rushees, Of these twenty-
one bids we received eleven pledges,
lost five to other houses, and five of
the men decided not to pledge. For
this reason we have decided to employ
and extensive open rush period before
Thanksgiving for the second straight
year. There is a good chance that the
open rush will give us ten or more new
pledges. This seems to be our only
method of combating the new feeling for
deferred rush.

Again we would like to remind you
that if you know of any men here whom
you believe are good Lambda Chi ma-
terial, please drop us a line or inform
the national office. In relation to other
houses on campus we receive very few
alumni recommends and it leaves us
at a disadvantage. We would appreciate
your interest and help.
