This wre not a time to be complacent, how-
ever — Sigma was not going to eit on her laurels
and boast of har name.

of influence, her 12 initinsles were esger to work and to build. And build they did. I 1914, Sigma merged with Mu Pel, a
promising lecal {reternity to comfortably ewell her ranks, When her potential could no longer be stiffod by lack of sizs,
she began to guin in momentum snd preatige. sShe asbsorbed s national fraternity, Theta Fappe ¥u, snd westhered two wars,

bouncing hack each time with new and greater strength, Her vitalfty today would not bove been possible but for the haritage
